My Name is Yoon.

I have an interesting children's book called "My namse is
Yoon" by Helen Corvitz. There is a second book called " Yoon
and the Christmas Mitfen". The book is about a gitl whose fam-
ily came to the US as immigrants from Korea. Her full first
name is Yoon-Hae, but she made it shorter, as I did with my
name, to make it easier for others to say. Many people still get
confused with my name and call me Soon, Noon, Joon, or Woon.

Suk, my cousins are Yoon-Hyung, Yoon-Ho, Yoon-Gu, etc. Yoon
means “shining”. Kyx#ng means “a capital which is the center of
everything”. The character is hardly used for girls name be-
cause it has too big of a meaning to use for girls based on the
oriental philosophy. You can find the character in many city
names in China. For example, Be/ Jing-Jing is the same charac-
ter as Kyung. So, my entire first name means “a shining capi-
tal”. It is a big name for sure. It sounds too personal to insist

but I think my name is a very good one for a Christian: “%ght
There are other seeds that we plant and

should plant everyday. Want to see something good
happen? Then plant a word of love heart deep in a
person’s life. Then nurture it with a smile and a
prayer and watch what happens. What would happen
if every employee got a compliment from their boss?
Or if every spouse received an uplifting word from
their spouse, or even if every person said hello to
one another and meant it?

Summer time is upon us and it’s the time of year that a
church finance committee dreads. This year is not un-
usual. Church activities and spending increases while the
giving decreases. We had our monthly finance meeting
last week and we had to come to a difficult decision.
After looking at all the financial reports for the month,
we decided not to pay our monthly apportionment pay-
ment for May. We try to make a five thousand dollar
payment each month but felt that we couldn’t approve
the payment at this time. This was very discouraging to
us knowing that making these monthly payments would
only pay half of the apportionments our church was
asked to pay. It was a big issue when we approved our
budget for this year.

The finance committee is asking the staff and commit-
tee chairpersons to keep close tabs on spending for
these next few months, even if you haven’t spent all of
vour budget. The funds are just not there at this point.
There have been some unbudgeted items that have
come up this past month that could not be avoided. We
are not suggesting that any ministries be halted. That
would not be God’s Will. We have faith that God will
provide for our needs but we must be thrifty and not
misuse the precious gifts He has given us.
