Food for the Soul—How It Is Run 
 

12:00-2:00 - During this time we get all breads and desserts 
out of the freezers and refrigerator. We divide up pet food 
and breads, count out desserts for the plates, and divide up 
any food left to go out on the routes. We also count out 
the to-go boxes and glue on pre-printed Bible verses.  
At the same time we are cooking. We have 6 churches in-
volved in the cooking. They plan their own menu and 
bring most of their own food. Not all the churches can 
afford to provide everything that is needed. This is where 
the donations come in. 
3:00 We start boxing up the food.  It is boxed in assembly 
line fashion and then divided by the 6 routes on tables. 
4:00 Drivers arrive and we load the cars. It takes 1 to 1-
1/2 hours to deliver a route and we want 2 people in every 
vehicle. Being a rider is a great job for older teens as well 
as adults! We are in need of drivers and riders.

We are cur-
rently serving up to 317 meals. Please be in prayer over 
how you can be a servant and a blessing to those in need.

But almost 

at the same time several other thoughts ran through my 

head: òWhat if it bites me?ó...òMan, Iõll look dumb flipping this 

bug!ó...òMy legs are really sore!ó....  So I decided to compro-

mise and chose to give the beetle a swift kick, reasoning 

that if it was meant for beetle to be flip over that this 

kick of compassion would save its life.  After the kick, 

the beetle flew across the room but did not flip over.  

And with no more effort I turned and left the beetle.... 

òIt must be meant to be on its back.ó 

 Have you ever found yourself in a situation 

where you felt you should do something that would 

benefit someone else, but then found a way to reason it 

out to where you did not have to do the full amount of 

work?  It may have been seeing someone on the side of 

the road, someone needing a little help with their work, 

or maybe someone who just needs to talk. We all experi-

ence these situations in our lives.  Each of these experi-

ences is an opportunity given to us by God to share His 

love with others.  We often take these opportunities and 

justify our reasons for only doing part of the work or 

none of it at all.  We say things like: òThat person looks too 

scary to helpó... òI donõt want to be late for workó... or òIõll help 

for just a second, but then I have to go.ó  
 

 Jesus replied: "Love the Lord your God with all 

your heart and with all your soul and with all your 

mind.'[b] 38This is the first and greatest command-

ment. 39And the second is like it: 'Love your 

neighbor as yourself.ó  (Matt 2:37-39) 

God wants us to show the world his passion for us with 

all we have.  Only doing partially what He says to ease 

our comfort is not what God wants.  God wants all of us 

and all of our effort.  So the next time you receive an 

opportunity to share Godõs love for us, please flip the 

bug.
