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“The Steps Out of Resentment” 
 

          E. Stanley Jones was a great Methodist lay-
man from the past century.  Not only did he 
travel, preach and evangelize around the world, 
he also wrote books. One of which is The Way.   I  
have a copy of the book and in it he writes many 
daily devotionals.   Let me share with you the es-
sence of one. 
          It is in 1946, the post-war era following 
WW2, when he writes the book.  It was a time 
when the fabric of culture needed rebuilding and 
with it the spiritual lives of a generation moving 
on after the war. 
           He says of resentment, in taking the steps 
out of it “you are ridding yourself of a plague.” 
Take these steps: 
          1.  Remember that resentments have no part 
nor lot with a Christian. “You cannot both hold 
Christ and resentments.  One or the other must 
go.”  He was clear to say that many of our resent-
ments may be justified: someone mistreated you; 
you have been disappointed in a life plan or ambi-
tion; you met with a disaster; someone has inten-
tionally brought you grief.  It may be very real and 
bring you cause for resentment.  He then goes on 
to say… resentments are “a disaster to the inner 
life – a poison.”   You must decide resentments 
are not going to have a part within you. 
          2.  Remember that “no on has ever treated 
you worse than you have treated God, and yet He 
forgives and forgets.”   God isn’t asking us to do 
something He himself is not doing.   “Treat one 
another with the same spirit as  you experienced 
in Christ Jesus.” (Phil. 2:5 Moffatt).  We are called 
to forgive as we have been forgiven. 
          There is neither time nor place for resent-
ment.  Has the plague bitten you?
